THE COLLEGE ESSAY: A TUTORIAL

This is a 4-day, 13 hour tutorial workshop, which will be held the weeks of August 8-11 and
15-18. The session hours are: 9:00 am - 12:15, 1:00 pm - 4:15 pm, or 4:45 pm - 8:00 pm. This
program is sponsored by the Cherry Hill Guidance Department.

Sentence Length and Beginnings
Examining Topics, Attitudes, and Approaches Toward Essays Using Appropriate Tone and Diction
Strategies for Writing Creating a Personal Profile
Reviewing Do’s and Don’ts for Essays Participating in Peer Review
